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In Brief 

Judges—State v. Federal 

The chart below compares qualifications and terms for state and federal judges/justices, which are quite 
different because they function under separate constitutions and laws. 

 
STATE OF MICHIGAN JUDGES AND JUSTICES 

 
FEDERAL JUDGES AND JUSTICES 

  
Elected to eight-year (Supreme Court) or six-year terms on a 
nonpartisan ballot. The Governor makes appointments to fill 
midterm vacancies; an appointee must run at the next 
election to fulfill the remainder of the term. 

Nominated by the U.S. President and confirmed 
by the U.S. Senate. 

  
Must be a lawyer with five years’ experience and licensed 
to practice in the state. Must be a qualified elector of the 
district. 

No formal requirements, although the 
Department of Justice and Congress review 
candidates’ qualifications. 

  
Terms limited by age; candidates must be less than 70 years 
old at election or appointment; may serve beyond age 70 to 
complete a term. 

No age requirements or term limits. Service is 
for life, although judges may retire when they 
reach “senior” status, determined by a 
combination of age and years of service.

For the second time in our state’s history, the Michigan Supreme 
Court features a female majority, with four women and three 
men. In addition, the Court is now led by Chief Justice Marilyn 
Kelly, the fifth woman to serve as head of our state’s highest 
court.
