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Court offers amnesty for warrants, tickets
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FLINT - Like back-to-school sales going on in stores, the Flint District Court has a special offer - but it's only for people with outstanding bench warrants, unpaid fines and traffic tickets. 

The court recently announced that those who pay their fines, tickets and court costs in person or by mail from Sept. 4 through the end of the month won't have to pay the usual default fee and 20 per cent late fee. 

If paying by mail, people sending checks or money orders should be sure to include the ticket number or the case or citation number. They also should note "amnesty program" on the payment. 

People who also are wanted on bench warrants are included in the amnesty program, and will have no threat of arrest if they take care of their outstanding tickets and fines, the court noted. 

Court officials note that the amnesty program is only a break on local late fees, and not on state penalties and fees, such as those that accompany suspended driver's license offenses.
